Upon approval of these rules and regulations during the first General Assembly of the French Society of Vestibular Physiotherapy (SFKV) on 15 June 2013
· Composition of the Association as defined in article 5:
· Vestibular physiotherapists
· ENT doctors, physiatrists, geriatricians, neurologists or other specialists
· scientific researchers 
· manufacturers of dedicated hardware
· other professionals
      anyone specialising in neurosensory balance problems and dizziness. 
There will be a one-off membership fee that will be revised each year at the General Assembly. 
All prospective members must be presented by a sponsor who is a full member, and must be approved during the next General Assembly by a simple majority of the full members present.
· Partnerships:
The SFKV is working towards an evidence-based approach to physiotherapy, and is working towards having physiotherapy recognised as a discipline requiring a specific Master's degree.
      As such, and, as specified in article 4, it has elected to strengthen ties with the French Society of Physiotherapy (SFP), which is a society that specialises in research, documentation and production in the field of physiotherapy, and it has also opted to come to an agreement with them as a partner company.
      The SFP's main objective is:
· "... to co-ordinate and share studies with equivalent associations and organisations on a national and international level
· To promote their representation
· To be a reference point and leading expert in physiotherapy both for basic training and ongoing training, as well as in the eyes of professional bodies, university bodies, social authorities and legal bodies. "
     In accordance with article 8 of the articles of association, and in order to meet the operating requirements outlined in the treasurer's appraisal, fees paid by physiotherapist full members shall be reviewed and fixed each year by the general assembly.
     For 2013, the starting amount of €40 is broken down as follows for the membership fees paid by physiotherapist members:
· €26.67 goes to the SFKV 
· €13.33 already paid to the SFP in exchange for benefits mentioned previously that are calculated on a pro rata temporis basis from the date the agreement is signed, i.e. 25/04/2013.
        The SFKV has also strengthened ties with KinéVestibulaire.be, a Belgian vestibular physiotherapy association:
· The SFKV acts as their connection with the SFP by means of a fee of €15, of which €13.33 is paid to the SFP (the difference covers bank fees) so that they can enjoy benefits the SFP could offer them as SFKV members who are listed in our directory
· The SFKV also grants them access to our annual meeting, and they pay the same fee as our members do.
In exchange for this, 
· The SFKV will be able to enjoy all the benefits that the members of the aforementioned association enjoy, i.e. access to their scientific meetings and training programmes on the same terms as their members with no fees this year.
